The development 
consists of 280 apartments, of which 30% are reserved for low-income and middle-income 
households, and community-serving retail which includes a new Equinox Fitness club and 
an upscale Vons grocer. The studio to 3-bedroom designer residences feature open kitchens 
with quartz counters, Thermador and Bosch Smart Home appliances, spa-inspired baths, 
light-filled living spaces and spacious bedrooms with walk-in closets.

(SHRA) and Itasker Hollins Community Economic Development Corporation, celebrated the 
grand opening of Glendon, a 43-unit 100% affordable housing community for seniors age 62 
and older. SHRA donated the land and financial assistance to build this community, and All 
Nations Church provided an additional parcel of land, making this a unique collaboration of 
combining public and church-owned land to build affordable housing. Wells Fargo provided 
debt and equity. Located in Sacramento’s Oak Park neighborhood, Glendon is adjacent to 
The Arbors, the first affordable senior development created through a collaboration between 
Related California and SHRA.
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Gino Canori, President of Related California, was included on the list of influencers in 
multifamily real estate, a recognition for his strategic vision and capabilities in navigating 
complex financing and entitlements, in conjunction with getting Related Bristol approved — 
one of the largest real estate developments in Orange County history. The GlobeSt. Influencers 
in Multifamily Real Estate recognition celebrates the sector’s top talent across the nation.

Alhambra City leaders joined Related California executives to open Lantern Terrace, the 
City’s newest affordable housing development. Located on a former City-owned surface 
parking lot in Alhambra’s Downtown District, adjacent to a City-owned parking structure, 
Lantern Terrace is 44 units of affordable housing, with 50 percent of the units for low-income 
individuals and families, and the remaining 50 percent of the units for formerly homeless 
individuals/families, plus at-risk Transition Age Youth, 18 to 25 years of age.Lantern Terrace 
provides affordable and supportive housing for low-income households with a range of 
incomes from 30 percent to 60 percent Area Median Income with on-site amenities, resident 
services and employment opportunities.
